The honey: Beuys wanted to symbolize 
that just like bees produce honey 
instinctively, humans produce thoughts 
and ideas. Beuys also wanted to 
emphasize unique qualities of bees: 
their focus on community, solidarity 
and brotherhood. 
 

 

The gold: The gold symbolized the sun and most 
importantly also the connection to earth. 

 

The hare: Beuys often used 
materials/objects of highly symbolic and 
mythic value. The hare, for instance, is 
central to many myths and religions. 
Interestingly, though the hare in the 
performance was dead, Beuys viewed the 
animal as a symbol of rebirth.
