‘THERE ARE NO REDUNDANT’ EXHIBITION

The Goethe-Institut in Ukraine and the NGO "Feministic Workshop" invite you to visit the exhibition
of Ukrainian artists "There are no redundant”. The exhibition will be held from November 9 to 19th
in The Gunpowder Tower, Lviv. The opening will take place on November 9th at 5 p.m.

Valeriya Zubatenko, curator:

"Our exhibition appeared as a result of a residency for beginning female artists held in the summer of
2023 in Truskavets. The "We are together because" residency was organized as a kind of
cross-section of how young Ukrainian artists experience the war through feminist optics. The
orientation of the residence became the search for an answer to the question: what makes solidarity
possible and what new types of connections began to unite us during a full-scale invasion. "Why are
we here together" quickly transformed into "why are we here". Despite the predetermined theme, the
local context of Truskavets and the distinctly post-Soviet sanatorium "Vesna" (“Spring”), which, in
addition to being an open place of recreation, became a temporary home for a group of internally
displaced persons, attracted a lot of attention”.

The exhibition was implemented as part of the Her* Gaze project, which is carried out by the
Goethe-Institut in Ukraine together with the NGO "Feminist Workshop" as part of the Eastern
Partnership program of the Federal Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Germany. The project consists of two
parts: a summer residence for young aspiring artists from Ukraine and an online laboratory for artists
from Ukraine, Germany and Poland.

Oliver Dougherty, Maryna Marinichenko, Valeria Karpan, curators of the online labs: "During
four months, the participants of the online laboratory reflected on how the collective memory of the
war is formed, why some voices are excluded and, in turn, as an opportunity to hear women's* voices,
who have been affected by war, can offer subtler, quieter views that counterbalance the patriarchal,
heteronormative public imagination of war.'

The results of the online laboratory can be seen at the Kunstquartier Bethanien gallery in Berlin in the
exhibition "When Storms Reveal Silence" (When Storms Reveal Silence) from November 14 to 19.

The Her* Gaze project aims to collect and give visibility to women's experiences of war in an
artistic way, as well as to increase the awareness of female artists about ethical and safe methods of
working with archives and personal stories of people who experienced traumatic experiences in the
context of Russia's war of aggression against Ukraine. One of the goals of the project is to create a
feminist creative group with the participation of German, Ukrainian and Polish artists and activists.

Also at the exhibitions, you will be able to get acquainted with the Undercurrents zin, which
collected the results of work on the project.

The exhibition is carried out within the project "Her Gaze" implemented by the Goethe-Institut Ukraine
in collaboration with the NGO "Feminist Workshop" under the Eastern Partnership program of the

Federal Foreign Office of Germany.
