quisition, and, if agreed upon, also audio, video, multimedia formats) in 

close coordination with the JÁDU editorial team 

• Editing and preparing contributions in Slovak for online publication 

• Comprehensive and ongoing quality control of the Slovak-language JÁDU 

edition 

• Monitoring deadlines and strictly adhering to agreed deadlines 

• Ensuring the quality of translations from German and Ukrainian into Slo-

vak 

• Supporting in the communication of content pieces on social media 

• Actively participating in relevant online meetings

• Experience in preparing editorial/journalistic content  

• Experience in multilingual editorial collaboration and relevant language 

skills (English mandatory, German desirable)
