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1. Leisure Time and Voluntary Service 

Tipp: Advise the learners to actively work with the Germany app and, if necessary, with 
the (digital) dictionary. Let the learners check their answers in pairs before comparing 
them as a plenary session. Then make sure that the learners practise and use the 
vocabulary directly. For example, cut out the pictures and give stacks of pictures to small 
groups. One person draws a picture and the others have to say the corresponding German 
word in a sentence. 

Online version: The learners assign the words in individual work or pair work in breakout 
rooms. You then fade in picture by picture, and the learners write down the 
corresponding word in the chat. The vocabulary could then be practised in breakout 
rooms vocabulary could then be practised in a taboo game.

2. Which information is correct? 

Tipp: Advise the learners to actively work with the Germany app and, if necessary, with 
the (digital) dictionary.

3. Leisure activities 

Tipp: Make learners aware of the meaning of noun-verb combinations  and point out that 
they should actively work with the texts in the Germany app and, if necessary work with 
the (digital) dictionary. Let the learners first check their answers in pairs before 
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comparing them in plenary. For differentiation, faster learners could also continue to 
collect noun-verb combinations. Then make sure that the learners practise and apply 
the vocabulary directly and discuss intercultural comparisons 

Online version: The learners work on the activity individually or in pairs in breakout 
rooms. They can then create a survey or show nouns for nouns and the learners write the 
corresponding noun-verb combination in an example sentence in the chat.

4. The German association landscape 

Tipp: Firstly, clarify the meaning of the title ‘club landscape’ and make the learners aware 
that that Germany has a large number of large and small associations. In plenary, clarify 
the meaning of the associations listed and give the learners time to find suitable 
associations (possibly by researching online) and discuss them. Here, too, the topic is 
well suited for intercultural comparison. 

1. Online version: The learners work on the activity individually and exchange their 
preferences in breakout rooms in a speed dating session. 

5. German Music 

Tipp: Here you can show pictures of the bands and musicians and ask in a flash which 
German bands are known to the learners and which music styles they like. styles of music 
they like. The learners can then listen to music examples individually, in small groups or 
in small groups or in plenary and exchange ideas about them. 

Online version: Present the music examples here, play them briefly and then let the 
learners discuss them in breakout rooms. 

6. German festivals 

Tipp: Allow sufficient time for research and have the results presented in plenary  
present the results in plenary or in alternating small group or partner discussions.  
Make sure that the learners use the tools and justify their decision. They can also point 
out other festivals as options here. 
Online version: In breakout rooms, learners can exchange ideas and agree on a festival. 
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7. Social commitments  

Tipp: Clarify the terms volunteering, social commitment and voluntary work here and let 
the learners discuss their answers in pairs before checking them in plenary. Play the 
video without sound at first and let the learners make assumptions about what the 
people are doing. Then give them enough time to prepare for a discussion on the topic of 
‘social commitment’. The discussion can take place in a class walk or in small groups. 

Online version: The learners work on the activity individually and exchange about their 
personal social engagements in breakout rooms in a speed dating session.
