– Yes I 

have (a cat). / Nein, ich habe kein 
Haustier. – No, I don’t have a pet. 

• Was ist dein Lieblingshaustier? – 
What is your favourite pet? 

• Mein Lieblingshaustier ist (der 
Hund). – My favourite pet is (a 
dog).

Tell the pupils that they are now going 
to answer more complex questions 
about pets, to see if having a pet is 
suitable for them or not. 

 

Tell them to do the quiz online.  
English translations are provided, but 
they could make a note of new 
vocabulary, if desired.

The pupils can 
understand short 
texts about pets and 
can identify positive, 
negative and neutral 

opinions. 

Tell the pupils that they are going to 
stand up and work in small groups.  
 
Print out the handout “Haustier: ja 
oder nein?” and stick the 6 reading 

texts around the classroom. Point them 
out to the pupils. 
 
Tell the pupils that they need to read 
each text to decide if the person is for 
or against having pets, or is neutral. 

Use the whiteboard to explain what to 

write for the different opinions: 
• Für Haustiere. – For pets. 
• Gegen Haustiere – Against pets. 
• Neutral. – Neutral.

Tell the pupils that they can use an 
online dictionary to look up more 

difficult language, but they should try 

to read for gist first.

3 min In pairs The pupils can 
express opinions 
about pets. 

Tell the pupils that they are going to do 
short interviews with as many people 
as possible. 
 

Write the dialogue below on the 
whiteboard and do an example with 
one of the pupils. 
 
• Bist du für oder gegen Haustiere? – 

Are you for or against pets? 
• Ich bin (für / gegen) Haustiere. – I 

am (for / against) pets. 

• Interactive

Wir stehen auf und machen Interviews. – 
Let’s stand up and do interviews. 
 
Wir fragen und antworten. – Let’s ask and 

answer. 
 
Dann finden wir neue Partner. – Afterwards, 
we find a new partner.

Personen wie möglich. – Let’s do interviews 

with as many people as possible.

2 min Whole 
group 

The pupils can say 
goodbye in German. 

Recap what the pupils have achieved in 
the session, focussing on the key 
learning points. 
 
You could throw a ball or small object 
to pupils, asking them key questions 

from the session and see if they can 

answer them in German without using 
their notes.
